PROJECTING THE RIGHT IMAGE
Today’s employers are looking for young people who have personality and the willingness to learn. So says Lynn Hodges, managing director of style and image consultancy ‘Up Front’. Hodges advises that the golden rules of job-hunting are preparation, research and honesty. If you pay attention to these three aspects, you can expect to make a good impression. Projecting the right image begins as soon as you have any contact with a prospective employer, whether telephoning a secretary or personnel department for an application form or sending a CV.

The time an employer spends reading a CV varies from three to twenty seconds. Emphasise the positive aspects of your career history and outline the range of skills you possess which could be useful to an employer. At this stage a two-page CV with a supporting one-page letter is sufficient. 

When you do get an interview, find out what you have to take with you and plan what you are going to wear. Clothes should be clean and well-pressed with polished shoes which you can walk in comfortably.

On entering the interview room, remember that non-verbal communication counts for 55% of the impact you will make. Hodges advises, ‘head held high, back straight and a handshake that is firm, not flimsy.’ Try to speak slowly and clearly but don’t try to hide your accent or lie about your background. A common question is: ‘Why do you want this job?’ Answer this by referring to one of your strengths. For example, a good answer might be: ‘I realised from my work experience that I am well-organised and outgoing, which I think are the qualities needed for working in reception.’

FAST-TRACK STUDIES


Students at Birmingham University have found the drive to succeed – by building their own racing car. At Birmingham University the engineering department has specialized in preparing students for a career in the motor-racing industry. Students at the University have designed and built a single-seater racing car as part of their course. 

15 _____ Even more exciting for the students is the fact that the team building the car also gets to race it against teams from other universities.


This October, Martin Corsham, the student responsible for the engine on last year’s course, is starting work as a trainee with one of the world’s leading formula one teams. It is a dream job that makes every other mechanical engineering student in the country feel more than slightly envious. 16 _____  ‘I’ve worked on cars since I was a kid,’ he says, ‘but this was the first engine that I’d worked on completely on my own. I took what was basically a motorcycle engine and turned it into an engine for the racing car.’


Corsham is a clearly true obsessive. He worked on the engine for at least three hours a day throughout a final year at university. The project finally came to a head the day before the car’s official test run on April 22nd. 17 _____ They eventually got it going at dawn after a desperate all-night session. ‘But what a night!’ Corsham says. ‘I don’t think I’ve got words to describe what it felt like, that feeling of great pride when it actually started. The most satisfying thing though was actually getting to drive the car. 18 _____

Ian Stewart, who was responsible for the bodywork on the car, also found the whole experience vary valuable, if a little frustrating. ‘It’s difficult relying on other people finalizing their part before you can do yours,’ he remembers. Stewart spent his whole Christmas holidays producing a model of the bodywork at home. 19 _____ 


The idea for the racing car programme originally came from the students themselves. Reading about an annual competition for racing-car builders in Detroit, USA, students on the course decided that they too would be capable of designing and building their own car. The university was quick to see the value of the idea and gave its backing.


Last May, the team took the car they had built to Detroit. 20 _____ The university now plans to make the project a regular feature of the course. It has proved very successful, not only as a practical demonstration of the students’ theoretical studies, but also in allowing them to get their hands dirty and impress future employers.
