After finishing secondary school or college you can continue your education.

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Higher education is provided by three main types of institutions: universities, colleges and institutions of higher education and art and music colleges. 
All universities are autonomous institutions, particularly in matters relating to courses. Most universities are divided into faculties which may be subdivided into departments.

The academic year in Britain's universities, Polytechnics, Colleges of education is divided into 3 terms, which usually run from the beginning of October to the middle of December, the middle of January to the end of March, from the middle of April to the end of June or the beginning of July.

There are 46 universities in Britain. The oldest and best-known universities are located in Oxford, Cambridge, London, Leeds, Manchester, Liverpool, Edinburgh, Southampton, Cardiff, Bristol, Birmingham.

Good results are necessary to get a place at a university. However, good exam passes alone are not enough. Universities choose their students after interviews. For all British citizens a place at a university brings with it a grant from their local education authority. The grant depends on the income of their parents.

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English universities greatly differ from each other. They differ in date of foundation, size, history, tradition, general organization, methods of instruction, and way of student life.

After three years of study a university graduate will leave with the Degree of Bachelor of Arts, Science, Engineering, Medicine, etc. Later he may continue to take Master's Degree and then a Doctor's Degree. It goes without saying it that research is an important feature of university work.

There's an interesting form of studies which is called the Open University. It's intended for people who study in their own free time and who 'attend' lectures by watching TV and listening to the radio. They keep in touch by phone and letter with their tutors and attend summer schools. The Open University students have no formal qualifications and would be unable to enter ordinary universities.

Some 80,000 overseas students study at British universities or further education colleges or train in nursing, law, banking or in industry.

Technical education is provided by technical colleges, colleges of further and higher education and accredited independent colleges which offer a large number of vocational courses leading to a professional qualification.

UNIVERSITIES IN THE UK
There are more than 60 universities in the U.K. The leading universities are Cambridge, Oxford and London. English universities differ from each other in traditions, general organization, internal government, etc. British universities are comparatively small, the approximate number is about 7-8 thousand students. Most universities have under 3000 students, some even less than 1500 ones. London and Oxford universities are international, because people from many parts of the world come to study at one of their colleges. A number of well known scientists and writers, among them Newton, Darvin, Byron were educated in Cambridge. A university consists of a number of departments: art, law, music, economy, education, medicine, engineering, etc. 
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After three years of study a student may proceed to a Bachelor's degree, and later to the degrees of Master and Doctor. Besides universities, there are at present 300 technical colleges in Britain, providing part-time and full-time education. 

The organization system of Oxford and Cambridge differs from that of all other universities and colleges. The teachers are usually called Dons. Part of the teaching is by means of lectures organized by the university. Teaching is also carried out by tutorial system. This is the system of individual tuition organized by the colleges. Each student goes to his tutor's room once a week to read and discuss an essay which the student has prepared. 


Some students get scholarship but the number of these students is comparatively small. There are many societies and clubs at Cambridge and Oxford. The most celebrating at Cambridge is the Debating Society at which students discuss political and other questions with famous politicians and writers. Sporting activities are also numerous. 


The work and games, the traditions and customs, the jokes and debates - all are parts of students' life there. 

It should be mentioned that not many children from the working-class families are able to receive the higher education as the fees are very high (more than L1000 a year). Besides that special fees are taken for books, for laboratory works, exams and so on.

It has become common for the college program to be divided into broad 1_____, such as languages and literature, the social sciences, the sciences and mathematics, and the fine arts. Certain courses, such as English or history, may be required for all, with some election permitted in the other fields. Higher educational institutions usually are governed by a 5____.

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To make life in this student hostel as comfortable and safe as possible for everyone, please remember these rules.

Security   You have a special card which operates the electronic lock on your room door and a key for the main door of the hostel.  These are your responsibility and should never be lent to anyone, including your fellow students.  If you lose them you will be charged £20 for a replacement. Do not leave your room unlocked even for short periods (for example, when making yourself a coffee). Unfortunately, theft from student hostels is very common and insurance companies will not pay for stolen goods unless you can prove that your room was broken into by force.

Visitors  There are rarely any rooms available for visitors, except at the end of the summer term. Stan Jenkins, the hostel manager, will be able to tell you and can handle the booking.  A small charge is made. Stan also keeps a list of local guesthouses, with some information about what they're like, prices, etc. You are also allowed to use empty beds for up to three nights, with the owner's permission (for example, if the person who shares your room is away for the weekend), but you must inform Stan before your guest arrives, so that he has an exact record of who's in the hostel.

Kitchens There is a kitchen on each floor where light meals, drinks, etc. may be prepared. Each has a large fridge and a food cupboard. All food should be stored, clearly marked with the owner's name, in one of these two places. Bedrooms are too warm for food to be kept in, and the cleaners have instructions to remove any food found in them. After using the kitchen, please be sure you do all your washing-up immediately and leave it tidy. If you use it late in the evening, please also take care that you do so quietly in order to avoid disturbing people in nearby bedrooms.

Music If you like your music loud, please use a Walkman! Remember that your neighbours may not share your tastes. Breaking this rule can result in being asked to leave the hostel. Musicians can use the practice rooms in the basement. Book through Stan.

Health Any serious problems should be taken to the local doctor. The number to ring for an appointment is on the 'Help' list beside the phone on each floor. For first aid, contact Stan or one of the students whose names you will find on that list, who also have some first aid training.

Dorms are filled with insomniacs, workaholics and nymphomaniacs, and one of them may become your roommate. The important thing to remember is that with an open mind and the willingness to compromise, you can learn to live with almost anyone.

Although most schools try to keep their roommate selection process from being completely random, you could still end up with anyone from Shirley Temple to Cruella Deville as a roommate. He or she may not be your best friend, but with compromise and a good attitude, your roomie won't be your worst enemy either.

Get in touch before you go
Even before the first day of dorm life, you should contact your roommate to find out a little about the person you'll be living with for the next year, as well as to figure out who will be bringing what to the room. Discuss who will bring a phone, whether you want to rent a fridge or buy one, who has a stereo, a TV, and so on. Not only can you learn a lot about your roommate from a few informal phone conversations or e-mails, but contacting him or her early can save the hassle of arriving with two answering machines and no VCR.

Establish rules to live by
At the beginning of the year, many Resident Assistants will give you and your roommate a contract to go over and sign that sets down rules about everything from using each others' stereo to sharing food. These rules are meant to establish boundaries and avoid possible problems, such as whether or not to have music on while studying. Setting up these guidelines at the start helps pave the road to a healthy relationship with your roommate.

Keep communication lines open
As the year goes by you may become annoyed because Dwayne insists on blasting his country western music at all hours of the night or Jenny ties up the phone line talking to her boyfriend long distance 23-hours-a-day,. Don't be afraid to say something. Keeping your irritation bottled up to spare your roomie's feelings will only make you feel worse and possibly have a negative effect on your studies.

You may find it difficult to bring up the subject at first, but after the initial awkwardness of a "we need to talk" conversation, the relationship between you and your roommate will be much healthier. And you'll breathe a sigh of relief. 

Give yourself time to get settled
Like everything else in college, dorm life is an adjustment. You may decide after a year that moving into the football house sounds better than another semester of get-to-know-you games and firesides. Or, you may decide that you want to become involved in your dorm's government and help plan formals and charity functions. Whatever you decide, I promise that dorm life, with all its midnight study sessions, pizza deliveries, and raging parties on the third floor, will be unforgettable.

HOW TO PASS ANY EXAM

 If you're like most people, you are afraid of taking exams. There are a lot of reasons why people are afraid of exams. One of them is what your peers and employers are going to say if you don't pass. The real problem isn't taking the exam; it's preparing to pass the exam.

1. 

I've got a buddy who prepares himself for failure. He doesn't believe it, but it's true. How does he do it? He'll tell himself over and over that he is not good at taking exams. By the time he starts the exam, his brain has been conditioned that it's okay for him to fail because he's not good at taking exams. The moral? Tell yourself that you are good at passing exams. 

2. 

First of all, study every single day at exactly the same time. When I prepare, every day I study at the same time that coincides with the exam start time. 

One of the most effective tools you can use to learn new material is flashcards. Get yourself five hundred or so three-by-five cards, and write a term on one side and the definition on the other. 

3. 

Gather a maximum of five test-takers who can meet every week. Each of you will create and bring 20 exam-like questions that deal with only two to three objectives to each meeting. Revise each of the questions as a group, using any reference to prove or disprove answers.

4.

The night before your exam can be a stressful, sleepless night. I recommend that you take a nice, long walk or jog. Exercise can reduce stress and help you sleep.

As far as studying goes, I always study my usual amount. 

When it's exam time, arrive at the testing center early. When you're in the testing room, roll your shoulders, breathe deeply- ease yourself and relax.

Hopefully, if you prepared properly, your score will be greater than just the passing score. If it is, celebrate! Reward yourself with something you wouldn't usually do.

If you don't pass, don't worry; there is always next time. Try to remember about the exam and the questions that puzzled you the most. Count the exam as part of your studying routine. In fact, reschedule to pass the exam again so you've got another deadline to work toward.

Second Conditional: unreal possibility or dream

The second conditional is like the first conditional. We are still thinking about the future. We are thinking about a particular condition in the future, and the result of this condition. But there is not a real possibility that this condition will happen. For example, you do not have a lottery ticket. Is it possible to win? No! No lottery ticket, no win! But maybe you will buy a lottery ticket in the future. So you can think about winning in the future, like a dream. It's not very real, but it's still possible.
