BRANCHES OF ENGINEERING
Engineering, much like science, is a broad discipline which is often broken down into several sub-disciplines. These disciplines concern themselves with different areas of engineering work. Although initially an engineer will be trained in a specific discipline, in the future a professional career of the engineer may become multi-disciplined, having worked in several of the outlined areas. The main Branches of Engineering are: 

Aerospace Engineering, which is about design of aircraft, spacecraft and related topics.

Chemical Engineering is concerned with conversion of raw materials into marketable goods. Chemical engineers are involved in many aspects of chemical production, research and design. Usually chemical engineers specialize in one area such as food, pharmaceuticals, petrochemicals, consumer products and so on.
Civil Engineering is about design and construction of public and private works, such as infrastructure, bridges and buildings, airports.

Electrical Engineering focuses on design of electrical systems, such as transformers, as well as electronic goods, electrical installation, lightning. Electrical engineers traditionally work with the generation and supply of power.

Computer Engineering or IT engineering is concerned with design of Software and Hardware, equipment for communications, and computing in general.

Mechanical Engineering deals with mechanical devices. These may include elevators, refrigeration and air-conditioning equipment, robots, and electric generators. Mechanical engineers design tools used in other engineering disciplines. 

With the rapid advancement of technology many new branches are developing such as Computer Engineering, Software Engineering, Nanotechnology, Molecular engineering etc. These new specialties sometimes combine with the traditional fields and form new branches such as Mechanical Engineering and Mechatronics, Electrical and Computer Engineering.
