Robert Owen

ales — 1858 IT.



Robert Owen was born in Newtown, Mid-Wales, in 1771,
the sixth child of the local saddler and ironmonger.

A bright and lively boy he enjoyed all the normal
childhood activities, playing football, learning to dance
and to play the clarinet. At school he was so advanced for
his age that he became a "pupil-teacher" when only seven.
Robert was an exceptional boy in many ways.

Before he was ten he had read many of the popular
classics such as Pilgrims Progress and Robinson Crusoe,
as well as books on history and theology normally
considered much too difficult for a child.
