3 Terms and definitions 


3.1 Standard: is the normative document developed on the basis of a consensus and accepted by authorized  body where general principles or the characteristics as to various kinds of activity or their results are established for general and repeated use of rules and  where the achievement of optimum degree of streamlining in certain area. is directed.
3.2 Interstate standard: The regional standard accepted by the Euroasian Council on standardization, metrology and certification and accessible to a wide range of users.

3.3 National standard: the Standard accepted by national body on standardization and accessible to wide range of users. 

3.4 Standard element: is the structural part of the standard containing positions and the information on an object of standardization and information on the standard as a whole. One can distinguish:

- general elements which are necessarily  present and contain the information about the standard as a whole and the information about the standardization object 

- basic elements containing basic positions of the standard

- additional elements containing the information which do not influence on the standard content.
4 Program execution
4.1 Using GOST 1.5 -2001 (subsection 3.1) one should learn the national standard structure including a number of elements and general requirements to their summary and forming given in GOST R 1.5- 2004 (section3). In the report one should give the list of the standard structure elements.
4.2 On the analysis base of the positions given in the items GOST R 1.5 2004 and GOST 1.5 2001 one should reveal and write in the report the group of mandatory and the group of additional national standards elements and also to enumerate the basic elements.
4.3 One should analyze the requirements recommended to fulfillment when summing the standards element given in table 1 according to the version chosen. One should distinguish general positions and write in the report. One should analyze the status of the elements chosen (mandatory, basic or additional). 
4.4 One should compile three patterns of test assignments on the theme concerning the technology of constructing and content of the element given. The should contain the  question and three versions of answering, one of which being the most correct.
4.5. One should draw a conclusion about the motivation of using the requirements proposed when forming the given element of normative document.
4.6. One should prepare the report.
