Learning discipline "Statistics (general theory)" means:
•  mastering the basics of methodology and effective tools of research of mass phenomena of any nature;
•  mastering a universal formal-analytical apparatus of statistical research;
•  mastering the use of generalizing statistical indicators - absolute statistical values, averages, indicators of variations, dynamics, relationships;
•  mastering the principles and methods of statistical data collection, processing and analysis of the results;
•  mastering the skills of practical application of theoretical knowledge on the subject with the use of personal computers and related software public.
