Task:

Read the lecture attentively. Do the following tasks based the theoretical material.

Ex. 1: Classify the synonyms into stylistic, ideographic and ideographic-stylistic. Prove your classification with comments, e.g., the words *** and *** are stylistic synonyms because they have the same denotational meaning “***”, but they differ in the pragmatic aspect of the meaning as the word *** is informal and the word *** is formal.
