Annotation
 of academic course "Modern problems of information systems and technologies"
Academic course "Modern problems of information systems and technologies" is variational course (M1.BM.3.2) of cross-disciplinary professional module.
In order to successfully master the discipline the following skills are necessary: the basic and special knowledge gained when studying OOP of baccalaureate preparation in the directions "Informatics and Computer Facilities", "Information Systems and Technologies" and related by it to the directions; abilities to apply computer facilities and the software to the solution of practical tasks; possession of skills of professional work on the personal computer and use of the modern software. 

The purposes of mastering of discipline are the following skills of students: knowledge of modern world level of scientific research, tendencies of development and information resources effective use in science, education, the industry; readiness to apply profound special knowledge in the field of information systems and technologies to the solution of cross-disciplinary engineering tasks; to demonstrate profound knowledge of ecological aspects in the field of information technologies; abilities to plan and conduct theoretical research in the field of information systems and technologies with use of the latest achievements of science and technics, the best domestic and foreign practices; and also ability to independent training.
Structurally the discipline is divided into three sections. In the first of them the general analysis of modern problems of information systems and technologies are given. In the second section tendencies of development of such systems and technologies are described. In the third section the main tendencies in the field of  information resources effective use in science, education and the industry are revealed.
