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BRING

Bring about = cause to happen

This accident has been brought about by your carelessness.
Bring in = introduce

The government is bringing in new laws on this matter.
Bring round = restore to consciousness .
The doctor brought her round when she fainted.

Bring down = cause to be reduced

Their demands have brought the prices down

Bring up = raise, educate

They have brought up their child well.

Bring on = cause

This kind of weather often brings on viral fever.

FALL

Fall out = Quarrel, fall outwards

When he picked the box, some papers fell out. (fall outwards)
I think they have fallen out again. (quarreled)

Fall in = agree

She fell in with idea at once.

He fell in love with her.

Fall back = retreat

The enemy fell back as our troops advanced.

Fall back on = depend

It is good to have a friend like you to fall back on.

Fall through = unsuccessful, fail

All their plans have fallen through because of lack of funds.

GIVE

Give away = distribute , betray

She gave the money away to the poor. (distribute)

The soldier gave away the secrets when the enemy tortured him. (betray)
Give in = yield, surrender

In spite of my request he did not give in.

Give up = renounce, Stop

He is trying to give up smoking. (stop)

Rabindranath Tagore gave up his title in protest against the British empire.
Give over = hand over

They gave the building over to be used as an office.

HOLD

Hold back = keep a secret, restrain oneself

Don't hold anything back, you must tell me everything. ( keep a secret)
1 wanted to tell him the truth, but something held me back. (restrain)
Hold on = wait

The telephone operator asked the caller to hold on for a second.
