Look up to = admire, respect

1 really look up to him as my role model.

Look into = investigate

The police are looking into the complaint.

MAKE

Make into = change

We are making our store room into an extra bedroom.
Make out = understand

1 can not make out what he says.

Make for = go towards ( as a destination)
The party was making for London.

Make up = invent, fabricate, recover, decide
He made the story up.(invent, fabricate)

He must make up the loss (recover)

1 made up my mind to study well. (decide)
Make off = escape

When the police arrived the thieves made off.

PUT

Put down = suppress, crush

The military government decided to put down all the opposition.
Put in = insert, add, do

We are having a new shower put in. (insert)

He put in a lot of sweat into this project. (do)

Put off = postpone

They have put off the meeting because of the bad weather.

Put on = gain
