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Put up = live, stay, display

He puts up at a little room downtown. (live)

The college put up a notice regarding exams. (display)
Put out = extinguish

They put out the flames before the engines arrived.

RUN

Run into = meet by chance, collide, accumulate

1 ran into some old friends in the party. (meet)

The car ran into the lamppost. (collide)

He ran into debts because of his bad habits. (accumulate)
Run down = lose energy, knock down

The batteries have run down because of prolonged disuse.(lose energy)
He was run down by the speeding bus. (knocked down)
Run off = abscond

The accountant ran off with the cash.

Run over= over flow

The water rose rapidly and began to run over.

SET

Set out = leave a place, begin a journey

He set out on the last stage of his journey.

Set off = explode

The gangsters set off the land mines killing several police officers.
Set aside = placed to one side, save money

She set the magazine aside and went out. (placed to one side)

He sets aside Rs.1000/- a month for emergency. (save money)
Set up = establish, start

He set up a school for poor children.

TAKE

Take after = resemble, look like

She takes after her mother.

Take down = make a note

The student fook down what the teacher wrote on the board.
Take off = leave the ground

The plane fook off from Mumbai an hour ago.

Take over = gain control

He took over his father's business last month.

TURN

Turn against = become hostile

She turned against her long time friend for no reason.

Turn down = refuse, reject

She turned down my invitation on the pretext of ill health.

Turn out = assemble

The people turned out in large numbers to pay last respects to their beloved leader.
