Russian President Vladimir Putin has spoken out to say the loss is a stab in the back delivered to
them by accomplices of terrorists.
This footage reportedly shows Russian military helicopters searching for the pilot of a downed jet
near the Syrian border. Both Turkish military officials and a Russian President Vladimir Putin have
verified that the Russian warplane was shot down, although the reasons behind the incident are
contradictory.
Turkmen commander Selleck says the jet was taken down after multiple warnings that is was
violating their airspace. He says the pilots were retrieved dead after his comrades opened fire into
the air. Here he shows a piece of parachute collected from the fallen.
The crew reportedly ejected from the plane before it crashed into the mountains of northern Latakia.
Putin confirmed that the plane was shot down over Syrian territory by an air-to-air missile from a
Turkish F-16 aircraft. He adds that the pilots and planes were in no way threatening Turkey and were
carrying out their duty to fight Islamic State. A Syrian military source said the incident is now under
investigation.

2. Selfie on every mile.
Most travelers would probably admit to taking the odd selfie or two whilst they’re away, but one
man has taken it to a whole new level. Andy Davidhazy has taken a picture of himself at every single
mile along his 2,600-mile (4,184 kilometers) trek across the entire US.
Andy created this time-lapse video from the five-month hike from the borders of Mexico to Canada,
officially named the Pacific Crest Trail. The grueling journey ran through the mountains of
California, Oregon and Washington.
Towards the end of the video, and his mammoth trek, Andy is almost unrecognizable — he lost a huge
50 pounds (23 kilograms) in weight.
Andy, who now lives in Austin, Texas, actually had to stop the hike about 418 kilometers from the
end, after being stranded by a snow storm in 2013. He is now working on making a short film about
his journey.

3. Man has a new face.
A volunteer firefighter from Mississippi who suffered extensive facial burns bow has a new face.
Patrick Hardison underwent the facial transplant in August, which also restored his eyelids,
eyebrows, ears and hair.
Surgeons spent 26 hours completing the operation, working in two teams — one preparing the donor
and the other the recipient.
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“The fact that we were able to perform this and the patient was able to come out of the operating
room safely is a very important historic event.”
Mr. Hardison was injured in a house fire as he attempted to rescue a woman he believed was trapped
in the blaze. He suffered third degree burns of his entire face and scalp.
“The amount of tissue that was transplanted in Patrick’s face had not been transplanted before. We
feel as a team, as a group, that it’s absolutely essential to remove all of the scars and get down to
healthy tissue in order for a patient to be normal, and being normal is defined by normal function and
normal appearance.”
Surgeons slit the skin at the back of the donor’s head, peeling each side forward with key pieces of
bone attached at the chin, nose and cheekbone and then precisely draped it onto Hardison’s head.
“This is not an operation that is for everyone — it’s for very courageous individuals. But now we have
proven that technology, the ability to transplant the face has advanced.”
Hardison can now blink and even sleep with his eyes closed.
He had waited more than a year on a donor register for a perfect match — not only blood type but
someone with fair skin and light hair. The donor was a 26-year-old, David Rodebaugh, who died in a
cycling accident.
For the rest of his life, the father of five will have to take immunosuppressant drugs so his body does
not reject his new face.
